2008 SMART FORTWO PASSION CABRIOLET RAFFLE (“RAFFLE”)

RULES, TERMS AND CONDITIONS

If you are purchasing a raffle ticket for a chance to win a 2008
smart fortwo passion cabriolet (“2008 smart car”), read these rules
carefully. They explain the terms and conditions on which the
winner of the raffle will be eligible to receive a 2008 smart car. In
exchange for the chance to win a 2008 smart car, you agree to be
bound by these rules, which constitute a legal agreement between
you and the German American Chamber of Commerce of the
Southern United States, Inc. (“GACC South”).

1. If you win the raffle, you will incur certain costs in receiving the
2008 smart car. These costs include, but are not limited to, federal
and state income taxes, ad valorem and sales tax liability and
registration costs. The winner will also be responsible for payment
of all registration costs and any other expenses, including
insurance, associated with the ownership and use of the 2008
smart car. The winner, and not GACC South, will be responsible
for all income taxes, sales taxes, tag or title fees, and other
incidental expenses incurred as a result of receiving the prize. In
no event will GACC South be responsible for payment of any
money as a result of this raffle.

2. The 2008 smart car raffle is open only to individuals who are 18
years or older. Individuals need not to be present at the raffle
drawing of the GACC South Annual Gala to win.

3. The cost of a single raffle ticket is $40.00 in advance and the
cost for a package of three (3) raffle tickets is $100.00 in advance.
After July 31, 2008 the cost of a single raffle ticket is $50.00 and
the cost for a package of three (3) raffle tickets is $125.00.
Payment may be made by cash, credit card or check made
payable to GACC South. If you pay by check and the check is
dishonored (for any reason, including, but not limited to, returned
for insufficient funds), then you will not be eligible to win and your
raffle ticket will be deemed void.

4. The prize will be a 2008 smart fortwo passion cabriolet with red
metallic exterior and design red interior. The smart car will be used
for promotional purposes up to and including the day of the raffle.
Winner takes the 2008 smart car as is. Winner will be required to
complete an affidavit of eligibility and liability and (where legal) a
publicity release, which must be returned within fifteen days of
notification or an alternate winner may be selected. No alternate
prize or other substitution is permitted. Prize is not transferable or
redeemable for cash.

5. Raffle tickets will be sold in advance and at the Gala. Raffle
ticket stubs must be filled in with the attendee’s name. The winner
will be determined in a random raffle drawing to be held at
approximately 10:30 p.m. on September 27, 2008 at the
InterContinental Buckhead Atlanta in a manner to be determined in
the sole discretion of GACC South. The odds of winning depend on
the number of raffle tickets actually sold.

6. Officers and employees of GACC South, their immediate
families (spouses and siblings, children and parents and their
spouses, regardless of where they live) and GACC South interns
are not eligible to win.

7. A raffle ticket holder need not be present at the raffle to win. The
winner must present satisfactory photo identification to claim the
prize. The GACC South is not responsible for lost raffle tickets, and
the GACC South in its sole discretion will resolve any disputes
about the issuance or validity of raffle tickets.

8. By participating in this raffle, you hereby release and agree to
hold harmless GACC South, and each of their respective directors,
officers, shareholders, agents and employees (collectively,
“Releases”) of, and from, any liability, costs, damages, expenses,
and obligations of any kind arising out of, or related to, your
purchase of the raffle ticket or participation in the 2008 smart car
raffle, or receipt and ownership of the 2008 smart car.

9. You further agree that in the event of a dispute over the rightful
winner of the raffle, the decision of GACC South shall be final and
binding in all respects. You agree that you will not sue GACC
South and that any and all claims and controversies arising out of,
or related to, your purchase of the raffle ticket or participation in the
2008 smart car raffle, including, without limiting the generality of
the foregoing, any claim that you should have won the prize or that
you dispute the way in which the raffle was conducted, shall be
submitted to binding arbitration before a single arbitrator, and
judgment on the award rendered by the arbitrator may be entered
in any court having jurisdiction thereof. The arbitration shall be
administered by an alternative dispute resolution (“ADR”) firm
mutually agreed upon by all participants in the arbitration, or, in the
absence of an agreed upon ADR firm, the arbitration shall be
administered by the American Arbitration Association in
accordance with its then existing Commercial Arbitration Rules.
The arbitration shall be held in Atlanta, Georgia and shall be
governed by Georgia law.

10. Winner agrees to use of name and/or photograph for
advertising, publicity and promotional purposes in all media
worldwide without compensation (except where prohibited by law)
and agrees to execute specific consent to such use if asked to do
SO.

11. This raffle is being conducted and operated by GACC South,
which is qualified as a nonprofit organization under Section 501(c)
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. GACC South
does not make any representation as to what extent, if any, the
price of the raffle ticket is deductible for federal and state income
tax purposes.
